Electives if you want to qualify for post-
master clinical education 

• Applicable to Clinical & Health / Developmental Psychology students

• C&H are advised to take 3 clinical skill courses from CP 1-yr master program: Basic Therapeutic Skills, 
Cogntive Behavioral Interventions, and Clinical Interviewing and Assessment

• DP students are advised to take 2 clinical skill courses from CAP 1-yr master program: Advanced 
Psychodiagnostics, Behaviour training with Children or Cognitive Behaviour Therapy with Young People. 
NB: In case you want to make a combination with SP 1-yr master program: Need-based assessment and 
School-based Prevention and Intervention

• In addition, research master’s students must carry out an extracurricular 20-ECTS clinical internship at the 
end of their programme

• Whether students can apply for post-master clinical training and which electives they must take also 
depends on the courses that they took during their bachelor’s program. The criteria for this can be consulted 
here: https://www.vlogo.nl/.
